became extreme. Eventually, he was told at hospital 
that he had appendicitis that requires surgery 
normally costing $20,000. Thanks to the HHC 

option, however, what he actually paid was $150, 
less than 1% of the total cost with the City paying 

the rest. If you or someone you know is uninsured
