Mrs. A called JASSI to enquire about her family’s health 
insurance options as she had elected to forego health coverage 
for over 15 years in order to save on her cost of living. JASSI’s 
social worker became concerned about Mrs. A’s health after 
she reported that she had not been feeling well. The social 
worker then referred Mrs. A to nearby affordable clinics and 
hospitals. Furthermore, the social worker offered her a free 
mammogram through JASSI’s new project. After the screening, 
Mrs. A was able to understand her health condition and 
committed to improve and maintain her health. 

SENIOR PROGRAM (69-year-old male) 
Mr. B, who is uninsured and not proficient in English, asked 
JASSI for help to apply for Social Security Retirement Benefits 
as he was making preparations for his retirement. When he 
consulted with JASSI’s Senior Program Coordinator, he learned 
for the first time that he was eligible for Medicare at age 65 and 
is now responsible for penalties for not having Medicare for the 
past 5 years. With support from the coordinator, he had applied 
for Social Security benefits in addition to Medicare Part A, B, & 
D, and he was able to receive all these entitlements. He is 
planning to receive assistance from JASSI again once he retires 
and becomes eligible for government benefits to pay for his 
Medicare cost.

JASSI’s Hotline Program provides information and referral services for those who are under 60 years old through phone, email, and 
in-person contact to appropriate agencies to help members address low-income issues, consumer issues, health-related issues, legal 
issues, labor issues, family issues, housing-related issues, disaster-related issues, and disability issues. Additionally, crisis 
intervention, case assistance, advocacy, and companion service to court and other government agencies are provided as needed. Last 
fiscal year, we handled 1,550 cases to help 1,075 people through this program. A case example includes:
