JASSI offers "Senior Assurance Call" service, which provides
phone calls on a regular basis to Japanese senior citizens who
live alone and have health concerns, to ensure their well-being.
In addition to our regular “Senior Assurance Call” service, we
have launched an emergency friendly call service during the
COVID-19 pandemic. In this service, senior members receive
reassuring phone calls, without prior registration to provide
safety checks and social interaction for emotional support.

JASSI's monthly tea party event for our senior program members has been
postponed indefinitely due to the pandemic. In the past, these were held at
the Hamilton-Madison House City Hall Senior Center, where JASSI has its
office. Although the Senior Center and JASSI's office have been closed since
March 16, 2020, JASSI wanted to make sure to provide support to our

senior members in order to ensure their safety and well-being during the
lockdown. With the help of our board president Ryoko Mochizuki and devoted
volunteer members, JASSI started a weekly "remote tea party”, hosted every
Monday since the end of March. The participants enjoy conversations with
other members in Japanese without worrying about infection. The

following is feedback from one of our senior members who participated:

Iguchi as an instructor to explain the NY State of Health
health plan marketplace.
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JASSI also joined the Autumn Health Fair on Tuesday,
September 22, 2020, and our Senior Program Manager, Mizue
Katayama, explained Medicare basics for those who are turning
65. Normally we host this event in person in New York City, but
because of COVID-19, we hosted it on Zoom instead. Thanks to
the support from the Japanese American Association of New
York, the seminar went very well and over 30 people
participated in the event.

We're glad that it enabled people who live outside of New York
to join the seminar as well.

Medicare is inevitable for those people who are over 65 years
old and live in the U.S. As the enrollment process is quite
complex, we receive many inquiries from our seniors. We are
providing support remotely as well.

Our certified health insurance navigators have assisted 171 people in
enrolling and renewing coverage through NY State of Health. The
enroliment number keeps growing as the enrollment period has been
extended from its initial cutoff on December 31, 2020 until the end of
2021. The following is an example of a case we handled:

Last November, in Family M's case, the husband was laid off because of

the pandemic and the entire family lost its health insurance. The wife, who
has an existing condition, and their baby, who was born last March, both
needed to see doctors. The family contacted JASSI for help right away.
Our NYS Certified Health Navigator assisted them with enrolling in
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Medicaid through NYSOH. They were eligible to receive Medicaid. Since
they have been living off unemployment benefits, they are relieved to have
health insurance without a monthly premium and are able to go see their
doctors without worrying about their medical payments. They are very
grateful for JASSI's support.

Hotline Program

JASSI's Hotline Program provides information and referral services
through phone, email, and in-person meeting (currently all our services
are provided remotely ). Crisis intervention and case assistance services
are provided as needed. In the midst of the COVID-19 pandemic,
JASSI's Hotline Program had its busiest four months ever from March
through June in 2020. Since then the situation became stable, and
during the first half of the 2021 fiscal year (July 1, 2020 - December 31,
2020), we assisted 723 clients and the total number of contacts is 2057.
The most common inquiries were related to 1) Health Insurance, 2)
COVID-19, 3)Financial issues, 4) Public Benefits, and 5) Labor issues.

Senior Program

JASSI Senior Program provides free information and referral services to
senior citizens who are 60 years of age and older. About 500 seniors are
registered with JASSI senior program, and about half of them live alone.
Case assistance, home visits, friendly visits, and escort services to
doctor's appointments are also provided as needed. During the 2021
fiscal year (July 1, 2020 - December 31, 2020), we responded to a total of
1,108 calls and emails in assisting 296 of senior clients. The most
common inquiries were about Medicare, Medicaid, Social Benefits, and
COVID-19 related issues.

Caregiver Support Program

With grants from the New York City Department for the Aging, JASSI
Caregiver Support Program provides services to those who care for loved
ones over the age of 60. The services include information
referrals, benefit and entitlement assistance, support group, supportive
counseling, respite care and supplemental services.

Community Outreach Program

Through its website, JASSI Reports, e-newsletters, Facebook, Twitter,
Japanese community online bulletin boards, Japanese newspapers, and
media, JASSI's Community Outreach Program provides news about
JASSI's programs and activities as well as a wide range of social
service information. During the first half of 2021 fiscal year, a total of
71,968 people have visited JASSI's website to seek such information.
During the period, JASSI delivered e-newsletter with COVID-19 related
social service information and reached 35,258 people.
